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Boating’s Law of Probability...The 
probability of being watched is directly 
proportional to the stupidity of your act.  
Have you seen the carefree boater going up 
and down the Occoquan with several adults 
and children (mostly under the age of 
thirteen) with no one wearing a life jacket?  
How about the teenage daughter riding on 
the bow with her legs dangling in the water?  
How about the family's five year old twins 
running the docks without a life jacket?  How 
about the first mate standing with docking 
pole and bare feet on the swim platform?  
Two of these acts are against the law and 
the last two should be. 
  

We have entered the high season for 
boating related accidents and the examples 
above serve as a reminder to follow safe 
recreational boating practices.  Execute a 
written or mental check list of safety items 
prior to getting underway that should include 
the following actions.  (1)  Shore power 
cords disconnected and stowed properly.  
(2)  TV cable disconnected.  (3)  Fuel, oil 
and water levels okay; no fumes in 
machinery compartments.  (4)  Battery(s) 
charged w/ proper water level.  (5)  Fire 
extinguishers charged and serviceable.  (6)  
Navigation/anchor lights operational.  (7)  
Equipment properly stowed.  (8)  Carbon 
monoxide/gas fume detectors functional.  
(9)  Life jackets serviceable and in sufficient 
numbers aboard to ensure there is one per 
passenger.  (10)  Engine room blowers 
operational.  As a bonus, test the horn as  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
you make headway in the slipway and enter 
the main channel, while keeping in mind that 
one prolonged blast is the correct signal.  Be 
safe and avoid accidents. 
  

Boating accidents may require a report in 
most states.  Generally, if one or more of the 
following conditions exist, report the 
incident.  (1)  A person dies.  (2)  A person is 
injured and requires more than first aid 
medical treatment.  (3)  Damage to boat and 
other property exceeds $2000 or results in a 
complete loss of the vessel.  (4)  A person 
disappears under circumstances that death 
or injury is likely. 
  

Be courteous on the water and fly your 
OYC Burgee with pride.  Our Club and club 
members have a great reputation up and 
down the Potomac River, whether it is with 
other recreational boat clubs or marina 
operators.  The little things like controlling 
your wake or giving berth (distance) when 
overtaking another boat can and does make 
a difference to everyone‘s overall enjoyment 
on the water.  Remember, you are legally 
responsible for damage or harm that your 
vessel‘s wake causes.  By the way, our 
Quartermaster has a supply of burgees for 
sale if yours is tattered and faded; the 
Commodore can get you a mount and flag 
pole for your new burgee.

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Our smooth ride around Point Lookout and 
up to St. Michaels allowed us to meet up with Mark 
and MaryAnn Schall, of Jet Global.  After shopping 

and a mandatory stop at Justine‘s ice cream store, 
we had an excellent dinner at the Town Dock 
Restaurant, overlooking the marina. 

 
The next morning we elected to head north 

through Kent Narrows. We made it through 
successfully. But I wouldn‘t want to attempt it even 
now on a Saturday or Sunday as the north side of 
the passage is very narrow with the 90° turn.

After a short stop at the 
entrance to the Cape May Canal to let the local 
ferry back out of its slip (since it was just a bit 
bigger than us), we went through the canal to Cape 
May Harbour and then into South Jersey Marina.
