When that is completed,
you will need to present yourself at
the nearest Coast Guard location to
get your picture taken for your
license.

9. Another 30 days later, you should
receive your license in the mail.

You can see from the timeframes described
above that there is no time to waste, as it will take
you about a year to get all this done due to the large
numbers of people expected to apply. However,
this license will be required for all boat operators
next year and the penalties for not having one are
severe. A first offense will result in a fine of $1000,
a second offense will result in a fine of $10,000, and
a third offense will result in jail time and confiscation
of the boat. It sounds to me like any passengers
aboard will have to swim for shore.
